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Stages of Globalization C. Douglas Lummis

“Globalization” is one of the most recent names for a process that has been continuing at least since 1492.
In this seminar we will place less emphasis on its most recent stage than on its earlier history. This is
because it is not possible to grasp the nature of what is now called “globalization” without understanding
that history. Of course, it will be impossible fully to understand this immensely complex process in a
single semester, but we can begin. For convenience I have divided the process into five stages, or phases.
Of course, this is far too simple (there are no clear boundaries between the five), but it will at least allow
us to put some order into our reading.
