This is the highest level of English Communication. This means that students should be aiming to
communicate (in both written and spoken assignments) solely in English, using language that is
well-formed, articulated, and of a sufficiently high—level and appropriate register. The principal
aim is, as with all other levels of English Communication, to actually *use* English and
communicate a message, and to develop their communication in terms of all four skills (reading,
writing, listening, speaking). Students should also aim to have found their own ‘right way’ to
study in the future

By the end of English Communication V, students will be able to give and understand both written
and spoken explanations of unfamiliar cultural practices and customs, and also understand main
points of extended dialogues and texts. Students will be able to give opinions and exchange
information, and also maintain a sustained interaction in English, without confusing the person
with whom they interact

REORE

This class will provide a bridge to medium and higher—level English courses including Debate &
Discussion, Advanced Writing and Advanced Communication. Students will focus on developing the
ability to accurately understand more complex, longer pieces of information, and then properly
express themselves based on such information. Through numerous activities including writing and
performing role—plays, debate and discussion, presentation, writing reports and suchlike, the
skills necessary for advanced communication will be acquired: exchanging remarks, expressing
counterarguments, verifying facts and so on.

Rather than explicitly teaching grammar, vocabulary, etc., topics will be presented to students as
starting points for the various communicative activities that follow, and students will receive
guidance, instruction and feedback from the teacher.

There will be a task-based project for students to practice both written and spoken English
meaningfully.

#1E Refreshing and meeting again

Teachers will refresh students knowledge of classroom English, core pronunciation
(minimal pairs, liaison), and will provide communicative activities to introduce the
teacher, and to (re)introduce the students to each other. The communicative activities
will also serve as a reminder to students of the communicative skills and strategies
developed in earlier English Communication classes, in preparation for the topics to
come in the following weeks. Students will also be asked to reflect on their aims and
goals for the coming class, and to express these both orally and in writing
