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Okinawan Longevity*

For many years, Okinawa was famous because its people lived such long lives — on
average, longer than those in other Japanese prefectures. It was not unusual for islanders,
particularly women, to survive until 100. Diet was a big reason for this. Okinawans
traditionally ate a lot of healthy food, like fish, tofu, goya and other vegetables. Among
those vegetables was a purple sweet potato, which local people call beni imo. Regarded
as a superfood by some doctors, beni imo is very nutritious and contains many vitamins

and can even help prevent cancer.

However, times have changed, and Okinawans now tend to die at a slightly younger age.
Perhaps the biggest reason for this is a change in what people eat. Following the Second
World War, Okinawans began to consume more meat, particularly pork and chicken. Fast
food like hamburgers also became popular, meaning people were increasingly eating fatty
foods.

On top of that, there are three further reasons why Okinawans are not in such good

shape in 2024, and why the prefecture no longer holds the record for having the highest
number of old people in Japan. The first is that people have more stress in their lives these
days, which every doctor knows is bad for your health. In addition, a growing number of
people have started to drink alcohol more regularly. Furthermore, unlike in the old days
when many Okinawans were strong because they worked on farms or fished, many people

today work in offices and do not get enough exercise.
