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Through this course, students will learn a variety of techniques to help them acquire advanced
English skills and communication ability so that they will be able to better translate from their
native Japanese into English. Students will acquire knowledge and skills in different methods of
translation so that when they are called upon to translate, they many utilize such knowledge and
skills to produce English translations that will capture the essential meaning of the source
language and is readily understandable to the audience in the target language.

Over the course of the semester, students will complete a series of exercises to gain a better
understanding of each of the guiding principles for translation and the specific techniques, and
why AI and other machine translation programs fail to reach the required level of translation
needed.

Students are expected to come to each class prepared by having completed their translations to each
of the exercises. Students translations will be compared and discussed so that all students
understand what translations are acceptable and what are the most common pitfalls that the native
Japanese speaker experiences.

Students will focus on developing the
ability to accurately understand more complex, longer pieces of information, and then properly
express themselves based on such information. Through numerous activities including writing and
performing role—plays, debate and discussion, presentation, writing reports and suchlike, the
skills necessary for advanced communication will be acquired: exchanging remarks, expressing
counterarguments, verifying facts and so on.

Rather than explicitly teaching grammar, vocabulary, etc., topics will be presented to students as
starting points for the various communicative activities that follow, and students will receive
guidance, instruction and feedback from the teacher.

The goal of this class is to provide a more challenging communicative environment for students
whose English is already at an intermediate or higher level. The fundamentals of communication,
including correct pronunciation, will be assumed and therefore not explicitly covered in the course
materials and teaching.

The primary goal of this course is to increase students’ communicative confidence and to develop
their general fluency in using English. A secondary goal is to develop practical work-related
skills such as working in teams, giving presentations, preparing written reports and handouts, and
more. Another secondary goal is to develop workplace-related vocabulary, expressions, and general
pragmatic awareness.

This task-based course simulates the experience of working in an English—speaking company. In this
course, students brainstorm new product ideas, pitch their ideas within the company, perform market
research, design an ad campaign, and participate in a job interview. The course starts with quite
easy tasks but quickly builds toward more challenging projects. Students must work in small teams
to complete these projects while taking turns being the project manager for their team. Active
participation in English is required. Students should expect to do 60-90 minutes of preparation
work outside of class each week and also to attend class actively and regularly

sarcasm and irony; humour; anger; interruption; conceding; polite refusal; diplomacy and tact. All
will need to be performed with a high degree of comfort to successfully complete the course
