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Water Shortage

The water shortage in Okinawa is becoming more serious, according to the governor. As
a result, he is asking people in the prefecture to limit the amount of water they use.
Specifically, people should not water their gardens or wash their cars until the situation

improves.

The amount of rainfall in Okinawa since the start of the year is much lower than in an
average year. Usually, 210 mm of rain falls between January and March. However, this

year the amount is less than half that figure.

There are two major causes of the water shortage. Global warming is part of the problem.
For example, the temperature in the first four months of the year was higher than average,
so more water evaporated** than usual from reservoirs. This means that all the reservoirs

on Okinawa’s main island are now less than half full.

Another reason for the shortage is that in recent years the demand for water has increased.
This is partly because of the growing number of tourists. Of course, tourists help the local
economy by staying in hotels and eating in restaurants, but they also use a lot of water.
Not only do they drink water, but water is also needed to grow the food they eat, and to
wash their bed sheets and towels. Many hotels wash their guests’ sheets and towels every

day, which requires a lot of water.

The governor hopes that once the rainy season starts in May, people will once again be

able to use as much water as they like.
